Entry blanks in back of fair book may be used. Additional entry

blanks are available at the fair office.

Entries close Monday, July 19th at 4:00 P.M. Late entries will be

accepted only by the Beef Superintendent, approval based on space

available.

The entry fee is $3.00 for each single and group entry. There is no entry

fee for a class marked with an “*”. All entry fees must be paid in full at

time of entry deadline.

The owners of all breeding cattle shall be required to show registration

papers.

Non-members are required to purchase an exhibitor’s pass for $15.00.

Individual names must be on these passes. All vehicles must have an

exhibitor sticker to enter exhibitor gate on 10th Street.

Cattle must be in place on Sunday preceding fair by 4:00 P.M. and

released Sunday, last day of fair at 6:00 P.M.

Age of animals as follows: No animal can be advanced ahead. They
must be shown at exact age.

Junior Bull Calf - Born on or after January 1 of current year

Senior Bull Calf - Born between September 1 & December 31 of
preceding year

Summer Yearling Bull - Born between May 1 of current year &
August 31 of preceding year

Junior Yearling Bull - Born between January 1 & April 30 of
preceding year

Senior Yearling Bull - Born between September 1 & December 31, 2
years ago

Two Year Old Bull - Born between April 1 & August 31, 2 years ago

Junior Heifer - Born on or after January 1 of current year

Senior Heifer - Born between September 1 & December 31 of
preceding year

Summer Yearling Heifer - Born between May 1 & August 31 of
preceding year

Junior Yearling Heifer - Born between January 1 & April 30 of
preceding year

Senior Yearling Heifer - Born between September 1, 2 years ago &
December 31, 3 years ago

Two Year Old Heifer - Born between January 1, 3 years ago & August
31, 2 years ago

Cow & Calf class shall consist of cow with natural calf at side, born

after January 1 of current year. Calf must have papers.

Get of Sire shall consist of four (4) animals from above classes, both

sexes represented. Need not be owned by exhibitor.
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Junior Get of Sire shall consist of four (4) animals from above classes,
both sexes represented from class 1,2,3,14,15, & 16. Need not be
owned by exhibitor.

The Produce of Dam shall consist of two (2) animals, any age, either
sex, the produce of one cow. Need not be owned by one exhibitor.

The Premier Exhibitor Award will be given to the exhibitor having the
highest total winnings for any eight (8) individual animals in the individu-
al breeding stock classes.

The Premier Commercial Exhibitor Award will be given to the exhibitor
having the best total commercial exhibit as selected by the

judge.

The Superintendent and Clerk will check registration papers (in the ring)
in all group classes.

There will be no fitting chutes allowed in the barn except by approval

by superintendent.

Show order will be numerical according to section number.

There will be an exhibitor's meeting at the end of the Beef Show.

“No initial bedding will be provided. Exhibitors should bring
their own bedding.

Any exhibitor who fails to comply with the rules and regula-
tions, reasonable requests, or causes a confrontation with
other exhibitors or supervisors will be asked to leave the
grounds. All premiums, awards and other payments will be

forfeited by the exhibitor.

ATTENTION: ANIMAL EXHIBITORS
* No sleeping overnight in the barns by any exhibitor,
19 years of age and under.
% All adults intending to stay in the barns must verify
with the superintendent of that area.
