No Exhibitor may make more than 50 entries.

No entries accepted other than those listed.

Entry fee has been waived by the Fair Association. However, an entry
form must be submitted so entry tags/stubs can be issued and prizes
awarded.

All articles must be delivered on Saturday, preceding the fair be-
tween 10:00 A.M. & 2:00 P.M.

All articles must be called for on Monday, following the fair from 10:00
AM. - 2:00 P.M. The Association will not be responsible for articles left
after 2:00 P.M. on that day. All exhibits must remain on display the last
day of the fair NO EXCEPTIONS! Entry stubs must be presented for
removal of articles.

Entry blanks MUST identify Not Listed Above items.

All articles must be entered in real makers name.

The same article cannot compete for separate premiums

No premium will be given on any article that has once taken a first
premium.

If there is a specific article listed, entries must be entered there and not
in the “Not Listed Above” class. Any article entered incorrectly will not
be eligible for premium.

General appearance: simple in design and construction, clean,
well-pressed, neatly folded or hung. Suitability to intended use.
Finishing: Back of article neat, corners well made and ends of thread
properly held in place.

All entries must be homemade.

No unfinished work will be accepted.

Premiums may be withheld at the discretion of the Judge on unworthy
entries or where there is no competition.

Entries may be made by mail. If entry is received and postage is en-
closed, tags will be mailed. Otherwise, tags will be held at the office
until called for.

All items must be checked in with Superintendent. Please return all
unused entry tags/stubs (items not entered) to the Superintendent the
day exhibits are brought in. This will help move the judging along
faster.
