4. Entries close Monday, July 18th at 4:00 P.M. No late entries will be
accepted!

5. The entry fee is 10% of first premiums (40 cents). All entry fees
must be paid in full at time of entry deadline.

6. Non-members are required to purchase an exhibitor’s pass for $15.00.
Individual names must be on these passes. All vehicles must have
exhibitor sticker to enter exhibitor gate on 10th Street.

7. Rabbits must be in place on Sunday preceding fair by 4:00 P.M. and
released Sunday, last day of fair at 6:00 P.M.

8. An exhibitor may only have two entries in a class and may not exceed
a total of 8 rabbits. Any rabbit not entered in the right class will be dis-
qualified.

9. Purebred rabbits must be true to breed, papers not required.

10. All rabbits must have a tattoo or waterproof marker number.

11. Rabbits under 3 months, pregnant and lactating does will be sent home.

12. Exhibitors must care for their rabbits. Exhibitors must also supply their
own feed and water dishes. Crocks are required.

13. Rabbits will be inspected upon arrival for general health soundness,
ear mites, cold, injuries, or any ailments that might affect the other rab-
bits. Any rabbit not passing the health examination must be removed
from the Fair immediately by the owner or the Fair Association will
remove them.

14. “No initial bedding will be provided. Exhibitors should bring their
own bedding.

15. Any exhibitor who fails to comply with the rules and regulations,
reasonable requests, or causes a confrontation with other exhibi-
tors or supervisors will be asked to leave the grounds. All premi-
ums, awards and other payments will be forfeited by the exhibitor.
